Two brothers divided…

On the 8 February 2011, preliminary military talks aimed at easing high tensions between the two Koreas collapsed when the North’s delegation walked out.
This was the first time the two sides had met since the North’s deadly shelling of a South Korean island in November 2010. 
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The attack sparked fears of war and caused much alarm in the Korean peninsula, which caught the attention of the world. 
It will be unlikely for six party talks involving the two Koreas, China, the United States, Japan and Russia to be held until inter-Korean talks resume. 

Essentially, the two sides went into talks with very different agendas—they wanted the other to apologise.

The Bible, in Genesis chapter 33, presents a similar situation where two brothers —Jacob and Esau—have a big confrontation.  

However, the result of the confrontation was totally different—there was reconciliation.
“But Esau ran to meet Jacob and embraced him; he threw his arms around his neck and kissed him.  And they wept.” (Genesis 33:4)
Jacob was fully prepared for the worst and prayed to God before the confrontation.

God opened Esau’s heart and caused him to kiss and embrace his brother Jacob.

Eventually, reconciliation is what Koreans hope and pray for.  It is the only way for the Gospel to be freely preached and for the salvation of innocent North Korean’s lives.  

Prayer…
· We pray that inter-Korean talks will continue for the purpose of peace and sustainability in the region and not for individual gain.

· We pray that, like Jacob, South Korea will be better spiritually prepared and seek God before confrontations in the future.

· We pray for reconciliation and Reunification of the two divided nations so that they may be used together to spread the word of God and be an example of Christ for the world.
